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Teaching Purpose 
 Our goal for the semester is to allow the students to start learning Chinese 

characters through writing and reading simple Chinese words.

• Have their exercise books have to be done after each class 

• Complete four comprehensive exercises 

• Pass their midterm and final exam. 

• Learn two children’s songs that will be provided
